Re:  Computer Use Policy and Communications Guidelines for Grades 3 - 8
It is a privilege for our students to have access to the computer networks and to the Internet.  Therefore, all students are responsible for appropriate behavior on school computer networks, just as they are in the classroom or on the playing field.  Access to network and Internet services will be provided to students who agree to the following guidelines and rules:

Guidelines

1. Internet access is limited to teacher-assigned educational purposes and Wilson-filtered Internet sources.

2. Students may not access the Internet on personal computers, smart phones, or other devices brought onto campus.  Students must bring any teacher approved personal device to Mrs. Varga for configuration.
3. Information downloaded from the Internet must be cited using appropriate standards as established and taught.

4. The school is not responsible for any costs incurred by unauthorized student use of the Internet.

5. Damage to technology equipment through inappropriate use will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.  

6. If a student is not sure if an action is appropriate, he/she must ask the teacher assigning the work or the Director of Technology.

7. Printer usage is limited to academic needs.  Teacher permission to use the printer is required at all times.  Teacher supervision is required to use the lab or ipads.
8. Students must check all of their courses and groups on Schoology daily to access new or missed assignments.  
Rules

Users WILL NOT:
1. Login to Schoology, or any other school source, as another student.
2. Enter anyone else’s data folders, files or documents.

3. Reconfigure the system or setup.

4. Delete any files or programs.

5. Try to gain unauthorized access to data on the Internet.

6. Access chat lines, instant messaging, or bulletin boards.

7. Download or access any material that is not part of a teacher-assigned educational project.

Individuals who violate any of the above guidelines or rules shall be subject to the following consequences at the discretion of the administration:

1. Payment of expenses incurred or damage caused by unauthorized use.

2. Use of computer and/or network only under direct supervision.

3. Suspension or revocation of computer and network privileges.
